The following letter was sent to John Lewis, Chairman of the 
Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee. It was read to these 
present at the Oxford orientation this afternoon. Upon the request 
of those assembled this letter is being reproduced so that you may 
understand some of the ~iscious propaganda circulat~rlg not only 
about the Nississippi Summer Project but also about the movement in 
general. 

The letter refers to a s peech that John Lewis made in Dayton 
on Sunday, June 14, 1964. i!ith the letter came three pieces of 
literature. One of them was a so-called faraous quotation by Abraham 
Lincoln put out by the ; ;hi te Citizens Council of Greenwood, 1.'lississ i ppi, 
designed to discredit Abrahrun Lincoln.

All race­
mixe.ns will some day be brought to justice for their crimes a _:;ainst 
hwaanity and all future generations, and, since race-mixin~ is 
u1orally more C J.L iiN:-~.1 than i.lU .tW~R, it Nould :;ive me 6reat satisfaction 
if I were sel ect ed to sit on such a jury. 

You are ri; ht about one t hing - this is goin~ to be a long , hot, 
s ummer - but the 11heat n uill be ap _lied to the race- mi xing TRASH by 
the DEC.c.;}TT people who do not believe in racial mongrelization t hrough · 
r a cia l prostitution, which is in violation of all concepts of justice, 
de cency , and Common Sense. ~. Then your Comraunist-oricnted GOGf,JS get to 
i lississi~pi, I hope t hey get their Just dues as infiltraters of an 
ene1·.1y poHer, uhich they ·Hill be in .t<ACT.
