It is crucial that you attend the orientation to which you have 
~een assigned . Ther e you will meet your field staff supervisor 
as well as the other volunteers on your working team. 

Oxford , Ohio , is 35 miles northwest of Cinci nnati , 30 
mi les south of U. S. Highway 40. You will find ai~ns on the 
campus directing you to registration center. 

You should registe~ on Sunday, June 14, between 1 and 6 p . m. 
Dinner wil l be the first meal served . The orientation will end 
at noon on Saturday, June 20, and you will leave direc~ly from 
there to your field assignment . 

The conference fee is ~25 . 00 per per son , which includes 
registration, room , board , etc . It is h?ped you will pay this 
fee, although we ~;ant to make it "clear that no one must miss 
orientation simply because he can't afford it.
