








(¢c) The executive director shall be entitled to
one (1) vote at meetings of the directors.

4. The dutieo of a2ll the acting officers shall be
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those usually perfonned by such offiecers.

5. (a) Any vacancy in an office shall be filled by
a vote of the directors at the next meeting of this Committee
after the vacancy has occurred. ;
(b) Notice of such vacancy and the election’ be
held therefor shall be given in the notice of meeting.
(c) Pending the election to fill a vacancy other

than President, the President shall designate a person to act

in such vacant office.
ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS

l. (a) Regular meetings of this Committee shall be
held quarterly on the first Tuesday in the months of January,
March, June and October.

(b) Written notice of regular meeting shall be

glven to the directors at least twelve (12) days prior to each

meeting.
(¢c) Any business within the purposes of this
Committee may be transacted at a regular meeting.

2. (2) Special meetings may be called at any time by
the President and shall be called by the President upon the
written request of ten (10) directors or by a vote of the
directors at any meeting.

(b) Written notice of a specisl meeting specifying
the purpose of such special meeting shall be given to all
directors within the meximum time available.

5. The annual meeting of thils Committee shall be the
regular meeting held in the month of June.

4. Except as otherwise provided herein, all action
of this Committee shall be by a majority vote of the directors

present.




5. Ten directors shall constitute a quorum for the
transaction of any business at any meeting, but a lesser

number may adjourn a meeting.
ARTICLE VII - DUES

l. Each cooperating organization shall pay annually
to this Committee dues of Seventy-Five ($75.00) Dollars pro-
vided that upon application payment for any one year may be
walved by the Board of Directors.

2. This Committee upon the recommendation of the
executive committee, may suspend from wmembership any cooperating
organization which 1s delinquent in the payment of dues for

two (2) consecutive years.
ARTICLE VIII - COMMITTEES

1. The officers of this Committee and the chairmen
of all Standing Committees, and three additional directors whom
the chairmen at his option may designate shall constitute the
Executive Committee, whose duties shall be to carry on the
function of this Committee between meeting of the directors and
to exercise such power and transact such business as may be

voted to it by the directors.

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3. Special committees shall be:
(2) Nominating Committee to be appointed by the

createe.
ARTICLE IX - AMENDMENTS

This constitution may be amended only in the following

a. A resolution embodying the proposed amendment shall
be adopted by a vote of the directors at any meeting.

b. Thereafter, at the next regular meeting or at a
speclal meeting called for that purpose, at which at least
ten (10) days' prior written notice shell be given to all
dlrectors and to all the cooperating organizations vho are
then members of this Committee, said proposed amendment shall

be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the directors present.
ARTICLE X = RATIFICATION

This Constitution shall become binding and operative
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when approved by & two-thirds vote of those present, provided

a copy of the proposed Constitution, together with a notice of
its presentation shall have been sent to all of the present
members of this Committee at least five (5) days prior to such
meeting. Such Constitution must be proposed in writing and
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signed by at least five (5) members in-god-standing,
