Volunteers must provide the following: 
Subsistence: $10 - 15 per week 
Cars: One car for every 4 volunteers is needed. If you have 

access to a. car, please indicate on application form. 
Transportation to the South: You will be responsible for getting 

to the orientation points. We will try to arrange car 
pools to defra.y costs. 

$500 Bond: This means that someone must be prepared to raise 
that amount should you be arrested.
