We the people 
DEMAND an unconditional u.s. ceasefire in Southeast Asia , to be i mmediately 
followed by the tota l withdrawal of all the weapons of Amer ican military, 
economic, and political aggres s ion. 

Will our demands · be m~? NQt at the ve-ti.ng boeths. We the -s tudents of 
San rancisco Sta te voted 2 to 1 to r emove the AFROTC from this campus-­
ROTC's continued presence here ts a living proof that e ven a t this level 
the power structure has no respect for the wishes of the people. No 
matter what the r esults of the elections are the Vietnam War will continue 
just as AFROTC has continued here at State. Our demands will only be 
met when the people resolve to take direct action against a ll f acets of 
the military- industrial complex, that orders d irects and maintains u.s. 
Impe rialism. · ·
