Schools in 5 pl c.ce s : Vicksburg , Holly Springs , Cl c..rksdo.l e , l:Ioss Point 
and Cartho.ge . There o.rG 40 enthusiastic students in the l.loss Point 
school c.nd 25-30 s tudents in the Cl c.rksdc.l o Froodon School, being hol e. 
in Hc.ven ' s I.Iothodis t Church • .;..._ The Co.rthc.go FS opened wit h a bout 50 
students. The l oca l r esident s , however, were me t by tho sheriff & the 
Leake County Super i ntendent of School s , who ·t old thCi:l that they coulu. 
not use tho buildings (fornerl y a public Negro hi gh s chool). A "No 
Trospo.ooing " sign wD.s posted on tho school ·grounds . 

To pr event Negr oes fro~ c.ttending the FS, the County Superintendent 
suddenly c~lled for c. sru2ner session for Negr o school s in tho county . 
It was indico..ted tha t in SOI.lO casos t his surli1er sess ion u i ght repl c.co 
the fo.l l s e ssion so th2.t students who do not attond may be set back . 
This sess i on is the f irs t of its type i n the Deu ory of l oc.::l resident ~ 
and is clec.rly a i nod o.t t hwarting the FS. 

The school be ing claiu.ed by tho county i s l ocat ed in Ha.raony cor-rr.lUni 
and dates back t o Re construction . Be f or e it becano o. public schoolk 
the local c oor.1unity dona t ed tho lo.nd o.nd tho Rosenwald Foundation pro­
vided the f unds f or the school . In the 1930 's tho s chool wo.s turned 
into a public s chool , but the Negroes continued to hold title to the 
la.nd and to s erve o.s the Board of Trust ees . The school was clo .. ed down 
by the county in 1956 c.nd has r ono.ined vo.ca.nt ever since .

Carthage: July 2 - A cross was burned on the Da in r oad in the Har:r1ony 
c onr1unity not far froQ the FS c~npus . Severa l pounds of l a rge si zed · 
t a cks were poured on ro~d s throughout the Negro co1nounity . On july 3, 
police putrols cir cul a t ed around , shining lights into windows of Negro 
homes . 
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Batesville: Sheriff Hubbard either picked up or arrested people who a1 
housing workers. Then he s pent nost of the night in courtyard of 
house where many workers a re living. Al s o general surveillance and 
nane ca lling by whites . · 

Jul y 3 -
~ackson: Lots of phone harassnent by those who t a p our lines. On 
Thursday both WATS lines went dea d a nd then s tarted RINGING, which is 
supposed to be i mpossible. 

Col~bus: Cops ha va i mpounded G ca r which Joe Harrison signed over to 
Bernard ':vasow and John Buffington, saying t he car is stolen, becuase t 
transfer was not notarized. 
Itta Bena: Sheriff questioned Willie i:IcGee and John Paul about some 
thefts i n the area wher e they had been canva ssing saying they were the 
only ones who had been in tha t a r ea . They were not charged. Rumors 
of bombing the ~ass meeting. 

r.1eridian: Walter Hackruan arrested for going through a red l~ght (he 
didn't),. a fter being i nvolved in ninor a ccident in which Ben Chaney , 
James Chaney's younger brother, · got a broken arm . Later added charge 
of r eckless driving; tota l bond, $122. 

Greenwood: Two cars driving around the office without t ags . 
MeL.lphis: 3 worker s picked · up a fter they had bought a nFlcHl car . Tialph 
Fellerstone . La rry rtright, and Peter Cumr.d.ngs were questioned and 
r e l eased being warned "not to f a ll into the Pearl Tiiver." 
Moss Point: _Gops and citizens are pressuring Negro cafe owner not to 
serve workers. Cop told the owner t hat vthite racist· was roaming 
around town carrying a gun on hip , a lso a grenade in a satchel . 
Owner has not g iven in. so f ar . 
Jackson: Martha r!right , Grc::.ce Hawthorne, Hattie Palmer and r.rary I,Ic­
Groarty were driving to Canton around 10: 00 pn Friday night when theJ 
were chased by 2 cars , a b l a ck convertable vvi th 2 \vhi te girls inside, 
t~g: H 4369 or 34369 and a bl ue f a lcon with 5 white guys inside. The 
integrated ca r turned off a t Tougaloo and kissed off the trip. 
July 4 -
I!iemphis: Volunteer John Robin Greer, an English nationa l, was a ttacke d 
by 3 Negroes nea r the SNCC orienta tion office. The motive was clearly 
robbery, a ccording to Gr eer. He was hospitalized over night. 
Tifton, Ga . : A loca l Negro , who managed to ge t s erved at a drive-in 
was t hen-neaten up by a white motorcyclists. In another part of 
Tifton, a group of several hundred whites gathered when a Negro or­
dered food a t a white restaurant . 
Cl arksdale: The NAACP sent a letter to the Chamber of ComL1erce lifting 
~he-boycott on white businesses and announcing t hat they will test the 
stflp;s:neHH'ftg~{fi'~·nttie 0tb'lJlBH~P.Yof-~he Rose Seed Co. ca lled its workers 
together and told them they would automctically l ose the ir jobs if 
they vvent dovm to the court house. He said, "I have a l a r ge contr act 
with the head of t he Ci tizens Counci l and I ' Ll not going to lose t hou­
sands of dollars for one of you. "
